Day 5: With the day open and the options rather limitless we put ourselves into a proper relaxed
mode, with 2 amazing National Parks both within a 20 minute drive from us - yours to explore. 

Day 6: Full day on the banks of the Okavango river with Mahango and Bwabwata national Parks at
our fingertips.
